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DATA AND INFORMATION USE PRIVACY POLICY

PURPOSE

The purpose of this Data and Information Use Privacy Policy is to provide transparent guidelines on how
BLACK Wellness & Prosperity Center (BWPC) collects, uses, protects, and shares personalinformation. This
policy applies to all data BWPC interacts with, including but not limited to websites, social media platforms,
events, and services.

INFORMATION WE COLLECT

o Legitimate Interests: BWPC may process personal data where necessary for our legitimate

interests, like improving our services or analyzing website interactions, unless your rights and
interests override those interests.
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USE OF INFORMATION

We may also share non-personally identifiable information for research and analysis to improve our offerings.

BWPC uses Mailchimp as our marketing and communication platform for both emails and text messages. By
subscribing, you acknowledge that your information will be transferred to Mailchimp for processing. Learn more
about Mailchimp's privacy practices here.

OPTING OUT

You can manage your cookie preferences through your browser settings, but please note that
blocking cookies may interfere with website functionality.
